              “spiritual, let him acknowledge that the 
  things which I write to you are  

   the commandments of the Lord.”   
or by word ---1 Corinthians 15:2: “by which 

  also you are saved, if you hold fast  
 that word which I preached to you” 

or by letter, ---1 Corinthians 5:9:  
  “I wrote to you in my epistle not to keep 

 company with sexually immoral people.”  
as if from us,---1 Corinthians 4:9 “God has  

  displayed us, the apostles, last,”  
as though the day of Christ had come.

2 Thessalonians 2:15: 
Therefore, brethren,  
stand fast  (Gk. sta’ko)\

UNCHANGED and hold  (Gk. krate’o)/ 
the traditions ---1 Corinthians 11:2: “keep the 

   traditions just as I delivered them to you.” 
(Gk. para’dosis-what is given over,  

         whether by mouth or writing) 
which you were taught,---Colossians 2:7:      

(Gk. edidach’thate)   established in the faith, 
         as you have been taught,” 

whether by word (Gk. lo’gos)---Acts 15:27  
             “by word of mouth.” 

or our epistle.(Gk. epis’tole)---2 
Thessalonians       3:14 “not obey our word
