*Nile was his bloodstream




Frogs
Exodus 8:1-15

e Heket — goddess of birth
—Form of a frog

Killing a frog, even unlntentlonally,

punishable by death '

e Bastet — goddess of love and homes
—Form of a cat
—Kept the frog population in check




Lice
Exodus 8:16-19

e Geb — god of earth and insects

e All priests
—Required to be “lice-free”
—Shaved all body hair




Swarms of insects
Exodus 8:20-32

* Not “flies”, but biting “dog-flies”
* Dung-beetle (scarabs) J
—-Symbol of Khepri “coming into being”
—Chewed through wood
More destructive than termites ;
—Why didn’t Bastet protect their homes’? WA
eBastet — goddess of love and homes
