• R.M.S. Olympic 
• Maiden Voyage June 14, 1911 
• Last Voyage March 27, 1935 

• R.M.S. Titanic 
• Maiden Voyage April 10, 1912,                        
Sank April 15, 1912 (at launch, the largest, 
moveable, manmade object on Earth) 

• Gigantic (H.M.H.S. Britannic)  
• Maiden Voyage February 26, 1914 
• Sank November 21, 1916 by German torpedo
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Result of Mankind’s Boastful Plans                               
(Or Forgetting God)
